Alterations and extension including erection of two storey extension to side and rear, alterations to roof (including increase in roof height) and installation of dormer windows and roof lights. Mr & Mrs Hearne . 7 Sproatley Road, Preston, Hu12 8 tt. Parish Council voted to agree to the application but concerns were expressed and noted on the planning portal.

Erection of two storey infill extension, extension to existing switch room and silo with enclosure and retention of storage building following partial demolition of existing building and erection of screening to heat plant. Cranswick Country Foods PLC. Staithes Road, Preston, Hu12 8tb. Full Planning Permission. The Council voted against this application, one abstention noted.

(070418) Village Hall.  Committee representative had no further information since last meeting to report. 

(080418). Preston South Village Hall. Following the fire which destroyed the Hall, The Parish council wished to thank the local Ward Councillors for their support. The ERYC have placed temporary fencing around the area and removed the debris. Both Electric & Water supplies have been made safe. The ground however remains damaged and unsuitable for use. Cllr Lister advised that all trustees had resigned from the Charity and received confirmation from The Charity Commission. The Charity Commission have been contacted by the Parish Council regarding legal documents around Conveyancing but they do not have records. Legal advice maybe the next option. Ernllca are to be contacted re legal advice.

(090418) Commuted sums. Cllr Mendham wished to raise the issue as to any funds from developments currently being built. Also whether any funds are available currently. Following Discussion and advice from Ward Cllr Bryan it was resolved that ideas of what commuted sums should be used for be forwarded to the Clerk and Cllr Bryan would ask the commuted sums officer to contact the clerk and arrange a meeting to move the issue forward.

(100418). Correspondence .The clerk advised council of all correspondence received.
   
1) Planning Decisions for Somerdon House ref 17/03734/PLB, 17/03790/PLF, 1701009/PLF AND 1701012/PLB, all received today and forwarded to council. The ERYC have resolved to grant Planning Permission. Full details are available on the ERYC PLANNING PORTAL.
2) Cllr Mayfield has written in to request an extension beyond the normal 6 months non-attendance at a meeting and the Councillors is removed from the post. Following discussion the Council Members wished to retain Cllr Mayfield and advised that they would accept her attendance at a meeting even in the briefest capacity at the 6 month cut off.
3) Following the Clerks contact with Safer Roads Humber companies are offering their Road safety products including Radar speed signs at a cost of around £2000.00. The council will revisit as this year’s budget is very tight with cost from the New Data Laws not being advised until after the Precept request was made.
4) Email Received about parking on the green space at Chapel close. The Clerk will advise ERYC as it’s not Parish Council Land but will include it as a comment in the next Preston Patter asking residents to respect the land and not park on it preventing it being used as a green space for recreation.
5) The footpath from Oaktree Estate to Weghill Road has again been used by horse and riders as a shortcut but the path is not a Bridleway. This incident has been reported to The ERYC and again the Parish Council will include in the Preston Patter to highlight the incident.
6) Request made to scatter ashes upon grave of relative within the Burial Ground. Council agreed to request, Clerk will advise person making the request.

(110418) Clerks Report. The Clerk wished to notify Council the following:-
ERYC Highways department contacted following an accident and near miss at the Traffic Lights, no fault was found.

Burial Ground has been very busy of late with several internments both in our Burial plots and the Garden of remembrance.

(130418 ) Police Report for February 2018.The clerk confirmed circulation to council of the Street beat newsletter which is also available to view on the website Prestonparishcouncil.org. A Handout detailing the crimes within the Parish will be emailed to Council at the request of some members. A drop in the number of total crimes can be seen, however we urge all residents to report crime.


(140418)Public Transport. Cllr Catterick attended a meeting regarding the new Bus timetable that starts on the 6th May 2018. EYMS provided a map of bus routes with many villages now seeing no services.  As a commercial entity they have had to take decisions following the withdrawal of funding from ERYC to again review all services. Priority is to have buses available to get people to and from work during the “rush Hour”. No timetables have yet been made available from EYMS but Cllr Catterick is working with ERYC to obtain a copy we can use and distribute, the details have already been included in the latest issue of Preston Patter.


(150418) Traffic. The Parish Council raised the issues of Parking again at the Traffic Lights when people tend to use the takeaway and the Clerk advised Preston Patter had highlighted this area in the Council section. The 

(160418) Yorkshire Energy Park.  The plans are due to be discussed at the next meeting of the Strategic Planning Committee on 28th June 2018 however this date could change as the applicants are keen to get the issue resolved as soon as possible. The residents must place their comments on the website prior to this meeting and this is vital if the application is to be defeated. Ward Councillors urge all residents to do so.The Public are invited to the meeting and the 3 Ward Councillors will be speaking against the application.


(170418)Relevance of Parish Council. Cllr Delaney raised the question as to the Parish Councils being listened to by The ERYC. The ward Councillors all agreed that Parish Councils are a vital level in Local Government and have the ability to look at their community issues and bring these issues to the ERYC attention. It was felt that a meeting with Planning is needed as this area is a major concern with some Councillors feeling that the local community are ignored and rode roughshod over especially with the large Commercial planning applications that Preston sees. It is felt that the Village infrastructure not being able to sustain the amount of development is concerning. It is necessary to keep knocking on the door in order to break it down and Parish Councils must do this for their residents.
